PRODUCT SAFETY ALERT: REQUEST FOR INSPECTION 
OF SCORPIO L60 and L60 CK via ferrata lanyards
Affecting all lanyards produced before March 4, 2005 with individual product identi�cation numbers 02150 to 05062. 

We were recently noti�ed that a Scorpio 
L60 lanyard was involved in a via ferrata 
accident which occurred on May 5th, 
2011 in Grenoble (France). According to 
the information we have as of today, our 
analysis shows an absence of one of the 
safety stitching (bar tacks) of the energy 
absorbing system. This safety stitching 
(bar tacks) can only be seen if the energy 
absorber is removed from its protective 
pouch. 

Petzl will assume its responsibilities for 
this event and commits to immediately 
taking all necessary actions to ensure this 
type of accident does not happen again.

As a precautionary measure, Petzl has 
voluntarily decided to issue a product 
safety alert: request for inspection for 
the SCORPIO lanyards L60 and L60 CK 
manufactured before March 4, 2005 with 
individual product identi�cation numbers 
between 02150 and 05062 for immediate 
inspection by Petzl and for return of 
those that pass inspection as rapidly as 
possible.

If you have one of these SCORPIO L60 and L60 CK via ferrata lanyards manufactured before March 4, 2005 
with individual product identi�cation numbers between 02150 and 05062, we ask you to:
